Executive Director Report

May 2023
Finally, it seems that the snow is gone for good, and Spring is upon us!

May will bring some new and exciting updates for our programs. Thanks to a generous community grant from the
Winnipeg Foundation, we are able to upgrade our current server that is over 11 years old, to a new system with updat-
ed technology and features so that we are able to run our programs more effectively! This has been a big project that
we have been waiting a long time to complete so it comes with a sense of satisfaction that we are finally able to
achieve this improvement!

Work continues on the upgrades to the heating and cooling systems at the Hampton site. Westwood Mechanical has
been so respectful and professional in ensuring that the work is completed without interruption to our program, and
that the rooms are ready for use each morning! They will be doing some abatement work to the ceiling over our stair-
well to the second floor during the last week of April, and the new air units are installed on the roof! The connec-
tions, piping and drainage system will be installed over the next few weeks with the plan to have the cooling system
ready to go by the end of May!! Farewell window air conditioning units! If anyone is interested in purchasing one or
more, please let us know, and make us an offer. Three of the six units are only 3 years old, so they are still in good
shape.

Our sanitizer at the Grace site has completely broken down beyond repair, so we anticipate our replacement sanitizer
will be installed in the second week of May. A big thank you to all families who have participated in our fundraisers
to help us with the replacement cost, and to Sandra, our kitchen staff, for her quick turn around, and response to san-
itizing by hand! On another note, repainting of our Grace centre will begin at the end of April, and be completed in
early June! A much needed, and long overdue face lift! We will also have new blinds installed in the classrooms in
early May, and new carpeting to be installed in early June. Lots going on towards a whole new look for the site!

I would like to extend a heartfelt thank you to all families who took the time to acknowledge and celebrate our educa-
tors during the week of the ECE! Your kindness and support mean so much for our team.

Looking in to May, we are preparing for our Annual General Meeting which will return to an in person event this
year, and will be held at our Hampton location (367 Hampton Street) in the main floor ggmnasium on Tuesday, May
23, 2023 from 6:30-7:30pm. Please notify the office staff at your child’s site if you plan to attend so that we can con-
firm numbers and have sufficient refreshments! If you require care for your child during the meeting, there is a sig-
nup sheet available at all three sites for you to add your name to.
